Dear Parents:

As we prepare to welcome students back to Melrose High School, we would like to stress the importance of driver and pedestrian awareness of issues related to safety in the school zone. Students walking to/from school are reminded, especially as they use their electronic devices, that they must exercise caution and pay attention as they cross streets.  They should only cross at marked crosswalks.  Students driving to/from school need to exit the Knoll parking lot with extreme caution as students are trying to cross the street and vehicle traffic on the Parkway can be very heavy.

Likewise, parents driving in the area are reminded that students are crossing streets in many locations, and increased attention and slower speeds are imperative.  Also, the high school/middle school complex is very congested and parents SHOULD NOT enter the parking lot for drop off/pick up unless their student is disabled.  This has become a serious safety issue and we appreciate your cooperation.
