Exploratory Math 6
Grade 6 (Exploratory Math 6) – The duration of each course is one trimester.

Course #10: Investigations in Geometry

In this class, students will find many examples of geometry in their own environment and participate in hands-on activities that lead to the discovery of:

· the role that geometry plays in the real world

· how geometric figures are constructed

· how shapes change when they are rotated, reflected or translated

· how to measure and calculate dimensions of figures.

Course #11:Math in the Real World
In this course, students will see how Math ties in to real life problems. Emphasis will be on the use of percents, fractions, decimals and probability. Which store is offering the best deal on the Xbox 360? What percent of my friends is coming to my party and how much money will I need for piñatas and prizes? What is the probability I may win a laptop computer from eating my morning cereal?

Course #12: Survey, Graph, and Analyze!

In this course, students will explore data analysis, statistics, and probability through surveys and graphing. This will be a hands-on course where students will collect information on topics of interest to them, and analyze their findings. Different types of graphs for different purposes will be explored. This is a project-based course where students will be working both individually and in groups.
