Course Description - “The Value and Values of Children’s Literature in Traditional Stories” 

Some of the essential questions are:  What is children’s literature? What sorts of values should children read about? Students in this course will investigate a variety of sources including Fables, Fairy Tales and Greek Myths to define and explore the concepts of value and meaning in traditional stories.
