1. Students are expected to use proper vocal technique with a focus on breath control, diction, balance/blend of vocal timbres and correct posture. 

2. Students will engage in simple vocal warm-ups targeted towards the improvement of their vocal technique. 

3. Students will continue to develop sight-reading skills (major and minor) by using solfege to improve overall musicianship. 
4. Students will be expected to identify and demonstrate quarter, half, dotted half, whole, eighth, sixteenth, dotted quarter notes and rests in 2/4, ¾, 4/4, 3/8, 6/8, and 9/8 meter signatures. 
5. Students will be expected to identify and demonstrate symbols and traditional terms referring to dynamics, tempo, and articulation and interpret them correctly when performing.

6. Students are expected to sing with accurate intonation, tempo and rhythmic accuracy.

7. Students will learn how to sing expressively with appropriate dynamics, phrasing and interpretation. 

8. Students will sing from memory a collection of classical, folk, pop, contemporary and multi-cultural music. 
9. Students will sing pieces arranged for two and three part voicings. (SA and SSA)
10. Students are expected to sing and maintain their correct voice part with accurate pitch and rhythm. 

11. Students will participate in two choral performances over the course of the year.
