For the three required books you will read from the MVMMS Summer Reading List, take notes on each of the items listed below. These notes should be either typed or neatly handwritten.

Make sure your notes are complete but brief. Use an outline or bulleted format. Remember these are notes, 

NOT a report or essay.

Include in your notes:

· Main characters. Using adjectives, describe the characters’ personalities. Also explain important relationships and/or friendships.

· Setting (time and place) of book.

· Conflicts/problems. Describe the key obstacles the main character(s) must overcome.

· Most Important Lesson. Explain the main lesson the character(s) learn and how it is learned.

· Favorite quote or passage. Record the page number of your favorite quote or passage. Explain why it is important to you and/or the story.
· Recommendation. Briefly explain why you would or would not recommend this book to a friend. 
SPECIAL Notes for:  Letters To A Bullied Girl
Include in your notes:

· Main characters. Using adjectives, describe Olivia’s and Emily and Sarah Buder’s personalities. Also explain their relationships and/or friendships.

· Setting (time) of book.

· Conflicts/problems. From the information in the book’s “Forward”, describe the key elements –causes and consequences – of bullying.

· Most Important Lesson. Choose three letters; explain the main lesson the letter writer(s) learned and how it is learned.

· Favorite quote or passage. Record the page number of your favorite quote or passage. Explain why it is important to you.

· Recommendation. Briefly explain why you would or would not recommend this book to a friend.
