We encourage all families to attend, including new families and those who have been involved in our school, in order to answer questions, share experiences, etc.

School Hours  (school begins on 9/1/09 for gr. 1-5 and 9/3 for kindergarten students)
8:05 AM – Vinton Street entrance opens, students wait in 2nd floor foyer
8:10 AM – Students enter school from both entrances and walk to their homerooms

8:30 AM – ½ day kindergarten students arrive from Brunswick St. entrance only
2:20 PM –Full Day Kindergarten – Grade 5 students are dismissed

- Kindergarten and First Grade are released at front doors



- Grades 2-5 are released out the side of the building to blacktop

2:30 PM – Half Day Kindergarten students are dismissed through front doors (Brunswick)
Kindergarten:  Screening (by appointment) will take place on September 1 and 2.  September 3th is a half day for all kindergarten students.  Full day kindergarten students will come from 8:15-10:50.  ALL half day kindergarten students (both AM and PM) will come in the morning from 8:30-11:00 on that day.

First Week Drop-Off Procedure
Half Day Kindergarten: All students must be dropped off and picked up at the main Brunswick Park entrance.  The classroom teacher will be meeting the students at the entrance at your designated time.
Full Day Kindergarten – Grade 5: During the first week of school all students will meet their teachers and classmates outside at their designated area (Gr. K-2 out in front of the school and Gr. 3-5 on the blacktop).  Any student who is dropped off at Vinton Street will be asked to walk through the school to the playground area.  We will have several adults “directing traffic” in the hallways to insure that the students find their grade-level meeting spots (especially for younger children).  They will report to their teacher who will be outside holding a sign with his/her name on it.  Beginning on Tuesday, September 8th, students dropped off at Vinton Street will wait in the second floor foyer until the entrance bell rings at 8:10 AM.  (A staff member will open the Vinton Street door at 8:05 AM every morning and lock the door at the 8:15 late bell.)  Students waiting at the Brunswick Park side of the school will enter the building at 8:10 AM (8:05 if the weather is inclement).  Taking safety into account, PARENTS CANNOT WALK THEIR CHILD(REN) TO THEIR CLASSROOM(S).  Parents should drop students off in the appropriate areas and our staff will be sure that they go to the appropriate spot.  If a parent has to enter the building, they must enter at the main office entrance and sign in.  It is important that we do not have un-scheduled visitors wandering the building, as student safety is a priority.
Visitors

Whenever you visit the school, please make your presence known at the Main Office.  Sign the Visitor or Volunteer Log and pin a Visitor or Volunteer badge onto your clothing.  All individuals not wearing a Visitor or Volunteer badge will be asked to return to the Main Office.  This policy ensures the safety of the students and minimizes interruptions in the classroom.  When you leave the school after a visit, please sign out and return the badge.
Absent/Tardy Procedure

We have a call-in service (Save-A-Child) if your child is to be absent or tardy.  The Roosevelt telephone number for our safety program is:  781-979-2272
You may call this number any evening or until 8:00 AM each morning and your message will be recorded.  Give your child’s name, the date, his/her teacher’s name, and the reason for absence/tardiness.  A note to the teacher is also required after if your child is absent/tardy.
