Continental Math League (CML)

Our 4th and 5th grade students had their first Continental Math League meet on November 5th.  These meets, as stated in the previous newsletter, are not part of our Harcourt curriculum, nor are they counted toward students’ grades.  It is simply an extra piece that we have put in place to challenge students.  The meets consist of 6 higher-level thinking questions.  The scores are tallied and I submit the top six scores online to the program.  Then Continental Math League tabulates the submitted scores and sends us a results sheet.  

For fourth grade, the points of the (many) individual schools range from 3-36. The Roosevelt School specifically earned 20 points.  Our fifth grade scored an 18 (which was the mode of the data for all schools) out of 36 points.  Our next meet for grades four and five is this Thursday, December 3.  Second and third grade students will have their first meet in January.
