Early Release Day Enrichment Programs


This program is being offered to children on Early Release days and it will begin at 12:30 (dismissal) and will run until 2:20 (normal dismissal time).  There will be a different show/program on each of the seven early release days.  You can sign up for single days or, if you register prior to Registration forms will come home with a description of the individual program that is coming up.  All registration forms and payment must be submitted five school days prior to the program.
Continental Math League (CML)

Students in grades 2-5 will be participating in friendly math competitions throughout the year.  This program consists of “meets” throughout the year.  A meet consists of six higher-level thinking math problems and students have 30 minutes to complete them.  Teachers cannot assist children during this time.  After the 30 minutes, the answer sheets will be collected and scored by the teachers.  Grades 2-3 will have three meets throughout the year and grades 4-5 will have five meets throughout the year. 

All CML experiences are designed to both maximize student opportunities to participate and to improve their problem solving capabilities. The children will be participating with other students on the same grade level from schools all over the United States. 
This component to our math curriculum is solely an extra fun challenge for students and their scores will not be reflected in their grades.
