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The PTO has a group of volunteers whose duties are to assist with the traffic flow at the Roosevelt School.  The Traffic Task Force is dedicated to keeping Roosevelt students out of harm’s way and we ask that you partner with us by following the procedures explained below to insure the safety of our children.  
There are two separate areas in which you can drop off and pick up your child:
Brunswick Park: 
Drop-Off - 

In the mornings, the city prohibits parking on the right side of Brunswick Park.  However, in the afternoon you are welcome to park on either side of the road.  At drop-off, if you prefer not to park, you must pull up to the crosswalk curb in front of the building which will have a Traffic Task Force member there to assist your child out of the car.  This designated crosswalk curb is the only location where your child can exit your car without being parked.
Pick-Up – 

To pick your child up after school you may park in an appropriate parking spot near the school or you can have your child(ren) walk to another area close to the school where you can meet them/pick them up (only permitted for grades 3-5).  In the latter case, it would be beneficial to organize a group of students to walk together to the designated area… safety in numbers. Understanding that parking can be difficult it is important to remember that there is no live pick-up on Vinton Street or Brunswick Park.  Stopping in the street for students to see your car and get in is prohibited!  This rule applies at all times regardless of the after school clubs.   
Vinton Street:

Drop-Off – 

At drop-off you may park in a legal parking spot and walk your child to the entrance where a staff member will meet them.  If you prefer not to park, you must pull into the drive-through up to the crosswalk where we will have a Traffic Task Force member there to assist your child out of the car.  This designated drive-through crosswalk is the only location where your child can exit your car without being parked.

Pick-Up – 

To pick your child up after school you may park in an appropriate parking spot near the school or you can have your child(ren) walk to another area close to the school where you can meet them/pick them up (only permitted for grades 3-5).  In the latter case, it would be beneficial to organize a group of students to walk together to the designated area… safety in numbers.  Understanding that parking can be difficult it is important to remember that there is no live pick-up on Vinton Street or Brunswick Park.  Stopping in the street for students to see your car and get in is prohibited!  This rule applies at all times regardless of the after school clubs.
